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One of the greatest obstacles in the path of Islam
and the growth and development of the Muslims
in the West and around the world is our inability
to plan (make preparations) and to employ
strategic thinking. When we speak of planning, a
few points will help to clarify its meaning: (1)
planning involves selecting in the present a
course of action for the future $ o), (2) it
involves setting goals, and charting courses made
up of multiple objectives towards achieving them;
(3) it involves making assumptions about the
future (all assumptions, of course, are based on
limited human insight, for Allah determines all
things); and (4) with the help of Allah, planning
should be viewed as a window to the future. In
light of these points, in this issue, we shall present
our (As-Sabiqiin) mission statement and goals as
a, + .

Most achievements of Islamic movements of the
past were marginal in the area of planning,

preparation, allocation of resources, and their
ability to anticipate the actions of their enemies. If
we are serious about establishing Islam, we
should then plan and prepare for Islam’s victory
over disbelief. As Muslims, we must set our own
agenda based on what Islam dictates. If we fail to
plan, we will fall victim to the designs of others.
When we study our model of excellence, Prophet
Muhammad $ ), we see in his example a model
for planning and preparation once he was
commissioned by Allah to establish Islam around
the globe. This was a lofty goal and various
objectives were employed by him to accomplish
this goal. To set off his mission, one of his
primary objectives was to prepare the hearts and
minds of his Companions by teaching the
foundation of Islam— (the oneness of
Allah)—for thirteen years. Other objectives
included the defeat of the Quraysh, the
establishment of Islam in Arabia, and ultimately,
the development of something the world had
never imagined or seen before —the development
of a planet-wide community —an — bound
together not by geography and race, but by its
submission to Allah and the tenets of al-Islam. To
most people in Prophet Muhammad’s § ) time,
such goals were seen as nonsensical and suicidal.
Yet the Prophet planned and prepared. Through




his supreme confidence in Allah § ), he was
able in a very short time to accomplish all of his
objectives and to establish an Islamic system
which carried on the spread of Islam after his
death. It was the Prophet’s example in planning
and preparing that we studied in the preparation
of our own mission statement and goals.

Planning is to a movement, business, or nation as
sight is to a driver.

Through planning,
leaders attempt to crystallize and solidify their
vision. Planning also enables the leadership to
better foresee upcoming events and prepare for
them adequately.

Never allow your anger to
make you forget merits, nor let affection and
pleasure blind you to defects. Don’t allow
disputes to make you ungrateful. Always
speak the truth, no matter how painful it is,
even if it is against yourself or against the
people dearest to you.

Be active, energetic, and skilled in public
services. You should feel happy when you
offer a service to another person. You should
feel compelled to visit the sick, assist the
needy, support the weak, and give relief to the
ill-fated, even if it is only a kind word of
sympathy. Always rush to do good deeds.

Be compassionate, graciously excusing and
forgiving others. Be tender, forbearing, and
clement to people and animals and observe
good manners with everyone. Observe Islamic
social injunctions. Be merciful to the young
and respectful to the old. Make room for your
brother and sister in meetings and gatherings.
Don’t be noisy. Always seek permission before
entering non-public places and make a
courteous exit.

Be proficient in reading and writing. Establish
a private library, no matter how small.

Undertake some economic enterprise. Try to
establish a private business regardless of how
small it might be.

Perform your job in the best manner you can
and stay away from dishonesty and cheating.
Observe your appointments and be on time.

Foster Islamic wealth in general by
encouraging and helping Islamic economic
institutions. Be careful about your money;
don’t let it fall into wun-Islamic hands
regardless of the circumstances. Eat and wear

products of Islamic enterprises.

Contribute a portion of your wealth to the
Islamic community.
